them unconditional acceptance and love; they need a tribe that gives them a sense of belonging and 
significance.

something powerful happens when you partner with other influences who desire to instill a sense of 
mission into the hearts of your children. you give them a different view of their place in the world, 

and you transfer a different kind of passion to them that your family alone cannot give them.
